Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Minutes of the previous meeting held on the 19™ November 2007 have been circulated and the
following amendment is noted to item E, page 2. Footpath R179. Clir Holcroft as the Parish
Council’s footpath’s officer wishes to place on record that he has not offered help in restoring
the original route of footpath R179 as a public right of way.

Residents Matters.

The Chairman asked residents present at the meeting if they had matters to raise.

Mrs J. Owen was concerned at the lack of control on a dog owned by Mr R. Robinson. This dog
was being allowed to roam around areas of the village.

Mrs Owens’s dog had received veterinary treatment after a confrontation with Mr Robinson’s
dog. Rugby Borough Council Dog Warden and Rugby Police had been contacted after this
incident by Mrs Owen and a letter sent to the Parish Council, with a copy to Mr Robinson.

Other residents present, who had similar but less serious incidents, were also concerned for the
safety of their animals and children in the village.

New ltems

Road Surface Main Street

Clirs agreed to carry out a survey of work required on Main Street from the B4429 to its
termination at the south end of the village. Clerk to inform the appropriate highway authorities of
the work required.
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Registration of Footpath: South End Main Street

Chairman gave a brief history of correspondence relevant to this item. At the invitation of the
chairman Mr R Pell stated that a W.C.C. Highways Dept through Paul Cowley had agreed in
2003 that Main Street ended at its intersection with footpath R179. The registration of the
footpath beyond R179 is now being investigated by WCC after many years of delay. The Parish
Council and residents will attempt to bring this item to a conclusion

Matters arising From the Minutes

A. Stiles, Footpaths P3 Parish Partnerships Scheme, Footpath.

ClIr Holcroft reported that two schemes had been identified for our area

1) Increased size kissing gate for footpath R183b.

2) Replace stiles on R235B with kissing gates.

The replacement of stiles with kissing gates on R185 Stocks Lane / Biggin Hall Lane had been
proposed to W.C.C. by Thurlaston ramblers, this was opposed by adjacent landowners.

Clir Holcroft is concerned at potential delay on identified schemes due to financial constraints
and will contact the footpaths officer with the council’s views.

B. Main St General / M45 Fencing.
WCC have completed remedial work on the open culvert at Stocks Lane/Main Street.
Clerk to contact WCC on work to Main Street fencing due 2008/9.

C. Biggin Hall Lane.
Warwickshire County Council has completed work on drainage outside Patricks Field.
Clir Bemand to contact WCC on resurfacing schedule 2008/9.

D. Warwickshire Police
Nothing to report.

E. Footpath R179

Clir Bemand had discussed this item with Mr R Pell. Cottage Farm, Main St., previous to the
meeting. The Chairman suggested that Mr Pell who was present at the meeting give the current
council and clerk a synopsis, together with any documentation that may be helpful to them
understanding the position on this item. Documentation and maps were displayed, discussed
and given to the council for their records

Clir Ogilvie gave the current parish councils thoughts. The parish council was not seeking to re-
open the lower, previously agreed closure of this bridleway R179 but to investigate an adjacent,
parallel access to the reservoir. Mr Pell stated that he would not support these investigations.

Lamp Standard Main St.
Contractors to reduce the height of the column by 30cm to clear adjacent tree branches and fit
new optical sensor.

Affordable Housing. Housing Needs Survey.
Clerk to obtain further copies of main report and attach reminders to complete a further survey
in three years.

Car Parking Main Street / Church lane
Council to approach WCC Highways department on possible solutions to Main Street/Church
Lane junction obstruction problem in combination with other Main Street items.
General parking concerns to be kept on agenda.
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W.C.C. Lighting Maintenance Contract
Alternative quotation received and will be discussed in detail by council at the March meeting.
Clerk to obtain individual visit call out charges.

WALC Improved Services, Grass Cutting, Litter Clearance
Councils views on improved grass cutting frequencies for Biggin Hall Lane given to WALC.
