New Items

Car Parking Main St/ Church Lane junction

Mrs M Binney had contacted the council with her concerns over inconsiderate motorists parking
in Main Street adjacent to the Church Lane junction and causing safety concerns. Clirs asked
the clerk to contact the Highways Authority to seek its opinion on residents concerns.

Matters arising From the Minutes

A. Stiles, Footpaths P3 Parish Partnerships Scheme, Footpath.

Clir Holcroft reported that three footpath stiles were being considered for refurbishment, these
were on footpaths R235b & R183b. Clir Holcroft had enquired with WCC regarding disabled
access on the R183b. He had been informed that this type of access required hard compacted
surfaces on either side of the right of way access with the cost being a prohibitive factor.

B. Main St / M45 Fencing, Drainage Kinbroath / White Lodge.
Open Culvert on the LHS of Main St/Stocks Lane. WCC have been contacted and will provide
an early solution to this problem.
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C. Biggin Hall Lane, General.

Clir Bemand has received a query from a resident concerning a hedge boundary line on a
property in Biggin Hall Lane. Clir Bemand thought this would be a Rugby Borough Council
planning dept issue, Clirs agreed

E. Footpath R179
Currently nothing to report. Clir Bemand suggested that Clir Ogilvie with her Sustrans
background could approach Sustrans for help in resolving this long standing item.

Lamp Standard Main St.
Installation of new lamp completed by our contractors, invoices forwarded to our insurance
company for payment.
Clir Owens observed that the replacement lamp standard was taller than the original. The clerk
pointed out that the current lamp standard is the standard 5-mtr height to harmonize with similar
style lamps in the village.

Letter received showing a 45% increase in 2008 charges
Clir Holcroft suggested we obtain alternative quotations. Clirs agreed

ClIr
Bemand proposed that the council investigate the proposals in this letter to improve grass
cutting & highway verge cutting, particularly in Biggin Hall Lane which has become a major
problem.
